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Nextmune UK will test the previously submitted sample. 
Challenge the patient with positive allergens & if symptoms 

occur, avoid those in diet. Feed with negative proteins.

Run PAX Food Serum Test Challenge With Original Diet

Use a vegetable-based 
diet such as Solo Vegetal 
or a hydrolysed diet. 
Ensure strict compliance.

Treat 
Symptomatically

Support ASIT with topical therapy: skin barrier restoring 
spot-ons, cleansing foams to remove allergens from the 

coat, ear cleaners to maintain healthy ears. Symptomatic 
medications as needed for flare-ups.

Adjunctive Therapy

Patient presents with pruritus, 
otitis, pyoderma, erythema. Allergy 

suspected. Take full history and 
physical exam. Perform skin / ear 

cytology.  Take blood sample whilst
symptoms are present and send to 

Nextmune UK Labs for freezing in 
case an allergy test is later needed.

First Consult

Start

Rule out fleas & other 
ectoparasites as causes of 
symptoms. If positive, treat and 
see if symptoms resolve.

Correlate positive allergens to clinical history & decide if 
clinically relevant. Clinically relevant allergens selected for 

allergen-specific immunotherapy (ASIT) & allergen avoidance.

Itch blocking medication &
topical ear & skin products.

Treat Symptoms With
Appropriate Therapy

If recommended, start the patient on ASIT and 
continue monthly injections for minimum 12 months. 
Implement allergen avoidance / reduction strategies 
e.g. dust sprays, paw wiping, coat washing.
